	B has particularly enjoyed stories and building towers and he is confident to tell the staff and children things that he knows. 
He focuses on familiar activities of his choosing for quite long periods of time and can share what he is doing with children and adults. 

	Personal Social and
Emotional Development


	B is a happy boy who has settled well into the nursery routine, following the example of other children. He plays happily alongside other children, eg in the sand and with water, and sometimes shares resources, with support from the staff. He expresses his wishes and feelings well, and understands when others are happy, sad or cross.

	Communication and Language Development


	B listens and responds to instructions for the group and for him as an individual. He enjoys being read to and retelling familiar stories, eg Goldilocks and the 3 Bears. B uses expressive language to tell us about his experiences with his family, and at nursery.


	Physical Development

	B enjoys playing with equipment such as wooden blocks and sand toys and manipulates them skilfully. He showed a good awareness of others as he moved around the outside area.  He is capable with toileting and hand washing, and blows his own nose with help.

	Literacy
	B loves story time, joining in with familiar nursery rhymes and songs, and listening avidly to familiar stories, often commenting on the story or picture. 
B finds his own name card using the picture, and makes marks for his name when he signs in each day. 

	Mathematics
	B knows that he is 3, and counts objects , eg the 5 steps down to the outside area, as well as jumps and claps at group time. He has a good knowledge of size and understands some positional language, shown as he carries out instructions.


	Understanding the World
	B comments freely and articulately about his family, experiences he has had, and toys he has at home such as a play station. He talks about the weather when playing outside, eg how much the branches are moving in the wind.

	Expressive Arts and Design
	B has enjoyed making lines and shapes with chalk on the paths outside, and also ‘painting’ with a decorator’s brush and water.  His love of stories is seen through role play in the 3 bears cottage, where he re-enacted bits of the story with the teddies.

	Child’s view:
I like it at nursery – especially playing with the bricks.

B has settled in well and comes in happily each day. Thank you for making this happen 


	Next Steps and how to support at home and at the setting
Now that B has settled in and is engaging with a variety of familiar resources, we will encourage him to try new experiences, and to play with a wider range of resources, both indoors and out. He could be asked to help with parts of household routines that are familiar to him, and he could be asked to suggest things he could do to help in the house, garden, shopping, etc.
