Date of previous report:
Give an overview of the child as a learner and their interests – refer to the 3 characteristics of learning:
Playing and Exploring
Active Learning
Creating and Thinking Critically
	While learning about Christmas, B has shown many of the characteristics of Effective learning, as he acted out the Nativity story in the role play corner, playing many parts with different children (P &E), concentrating and showing pride when he succeeded in making a complicated repeating pattern for his Christmas card (AL) and identifying and naming tall and shorter buildings when out with his family (C&CT) 
He is hesitant to try new activities, but is gradually developing the self confidence to try these after observing for a while.

	Personal Social 
Emotional Development
	B enjoys playing with one or two others in play. He enjoys familiar activities and experiences, and has made good relationships with the staff and the children of a similar age. With help, he can share equipment with others that he is playing with.

	Communication and Language Development
	B listens attentively and has a good understanding which he shows through speech and actions – he has retold the 3 Pigs and the Christmas Story, through role play and small world play, and he now knows the nursery routine and is able to tell others what will happen next.

	Physical Development


	B is now able to put on & take off his coat & overtrousers, &will ask for help with his wellies. He knows that he needs to wash his hands at particular times of the session, but sometimes needs reminding. His fine motor skills are well developed as seen particularly in art & craft, markmaking & construction activities. He moves confidently in a variety of ways in role.

	Literacy
	B is writing ‘B’ and recognising it when he sees it in text. His letter to Santa showed that he can differentiate between markmaking, and drawing.

	Mathematics
	B shows he understands numbers to 6 through practical activities & play. He uses positional vocabulary & the vocabulary of size well, & has shown an understanding of 2D shapes & size, & repeating pattern in the Christmas cards he has made independently. He sequences events – retelling the Nativity story in role play, & talking about the nursery session.

	Understanding the World
	B has shown his understanding of technology through games played on a mobile phone, remote control cars, a digital camera and the computer. He is interested in the weather, and has been fascinated by snow, freezing water, ice crystals and frost patterns, often linked to his experiences with his family. 

	Expressive Arts and Design
	B has explored a variety of collage materials to make patterns and pictures, and has practised and improved many techniques including cutting and sticking using a variety of materials, glues and tapes. He plays the jingle bells while singing Xmas songs. He is very imaginative in role play – retelling and elaborating on familiar stories.

	Child’s view: I have a good time at Nursery. I like playing with the blocks inside and outside, and I like story time. I don’t like some food at snack time but I do like fruit.

	Parent/ Carer’s view: B has settled well and enjoyed his first term at Nursery. We have seen progress in many areas particularly in his vocabulary, as he tells us about his mornings at nursery. We have enjoyed looking at his learning journey together and will show his Granny and Grandad.

	Next Steps and how to support at home and at the setting
Writing – B has just begun to differentiate between writing and pictures and writing could be modelled for him in a wide variety of ways, eg shopping lists – real or imaginary, messages left for others at nursery and family members, captioning and writing names on pictures drawn by others and by B, etc. Providing exciting markmaking materials may also encourage him to follow the modelling – eg Large blackboard and chalk, mini whiteboard, marker and eraser, Ben 10 notebook and felt pens etc, for inside and for outside.
Numbers – B can build on his knowledge of numbers to 6, increasing this up to 10, through a range of activities and routines eg rhymes (10 fat sausages), counting objects in all he does, eg snack, art buttons on coat, etc, and also by counting intangible things, like steps, claps, bounces etc .
Media and Materials and Being Imaginative – B loves working with art materials, but is less ready to explore through singing and movement to music. He could be exposed to songs and rhymes eg Slade’s Merry Christmas in the supermarket, Jingle Bells on CBBC, This is the way we brush our teeth, It’s Monday today,  etc at nursery, and also to move in any way that naturally arises – eg dancing to the radio, sliding like an ice skater on TV, moving to The Rumble in the Jungle story etc.
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
