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Personal social and emotional


Provide a variety of creative and sensory opportunities that challenge children sufficiently (dispositions and attitudes) (self care)


Encourage children to use the creative experiences as an outlet for expression (self confidence and self esteem)





Creative development


Craft and sensory activities are to be rich, plentiful and engaging for the child so the child will want to come and explore what is on offer (exploring media and materials)


Activities that encourage sensory exploration will be provided (exploring media and materials)


A variety of creative tools will be provided (exploring media and materials)





Communication language and literacy


Adults extend children’s experiences by engaging with the child in the activity, asking questions about what the child is doing and how they feel when they engage in creative/sensory activities (language for communication)
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Creative/sensory area





Physical development


Children have the opportunity to explore a variety of creative outlets, such as singing, dancing, painting (movement) (health and bodily awareness)


Uses equipment in a variety of ways, i.e. cutting (paper, play dough), manipulating play dough/salt dough) (using equipment) 








Mathematical development


Children discuss colour, shape, size and measures as they engage in craft and sensory activities (shape, space and measures) (calculating)


Concepts such as melting and floating and sinking are also explored 





Knowledge and understanding of the world


Provide experiences that undergo a changing process as the child plays, for example gloop play, ice play, and jelly play. (Exploration and investigation)


Children construct with large and small materials to create their craft models (designing and making skills)
